Welcome to the next segment of the BOM program for 2025-26. 

Through the fall, we collaborated with BHQG Outreach and focussed on making component blocks for Fidget 

quilts to be distributed by Joy Archer to places of need in our community. 

Through March, April and May, we will work on 3 blocks of 15 inch width and varying lengths.  

In the Autumn theme, the blocks will be Maple Leaf, Sunflower and Pumpkin. Different variations of these 

blocks will be given each month but as you work on your own banner, you may choose any other blocks you 

like. The theme of Autumn Splendour has many options for blocks. In June, the 3 blocks will be assembled 

together and finished off as a banner. 
 

Each month, you will see some samples of variations of the block with instructions given for at least one vari-

ation of the block. In June, there will  

be some finished banners to display. There is NO CHARGE for this BOM. You will provide all the materials. 
 

At the April, May and June guild meetings, you will be asked to bring in your finished work for display. With 

each display, your name will be entered into a draw for a prize in June. Remember, these are your own 

blocks to be made into your own banner to show at the BHQG Quilt Show - Once Upon a Quilt in September 

2026.
